Guerrillas of Grace by Ted Loder is a book of poems I received as a gift a number of years ago. The pages 
are filled with words woven into powerful petitions, beautifully addressing emotions taken to God in prayer 
form.

After that, 
Connecticut became her home until she moved to Idaho. 
 
Valôs brother, sister-in-law and her niece and family all live in the area.  Her nephew lives in Eastern Idaho. 
 
You may have seen a little grey and charcoal dog around the church named ñCharlieò.  He was adopted by Val 
and Ron from the Canyon County Shelter in 2012.  Abandoned and scared, he took to them right away and, 
within 10 minutes, was on his way to his new home.

class at King of Glory, the Pastor asked her about her former church homes.  When Val told him, he recommended she visit Immanu-
el.  The reason was because she attended Immanuel Lutheran in Whitestone, NY.  She also attended Immanuel Lutheran in Meriden, 
CT whose Fellowship Hall was named Augustana.  After attending a service in Augustana and one in the Immanuel sanctuary, she 
felt as if she found her church home.
